he Abbot of  a large 
monastery was asked by Tsome visitors how so 

many monks of  such different 
origins and different talents and 
personalities could live and work 
so harmoniously under one roof.

The Abbot thought it over for a 
moment and then explained, 
“We are like a bicycle wheel. It 
has a rim, spokes and the hub in 
the middle. The rim is like the 
monastic wall around us. But 
that only keeps us together 
externally. Now from the rim a 
whole series of  spokes run 
towards the middle of  the wheel 

where the hub is. The hub holds 
the spokes together. We 
members of  the community are 
those spokes. The hub is Jesus 
Christ. The rim of  wheel is the 
monastery.”

When the visitor nodded the 
Abbot of  the monastery went 
on, “you will notice on a bicycle 
wheel that the nearer the spokes 
get to the hub, the nearer they 
come to one another. It is just 
like that in a community which 
has Christ as its centre and hub.”

It is the same way in life: the 
more we make Christ the centre 
of  our lives, the nearer we grow 

to one another. 

During the three hour assembly 
which took place in Vatican 
Synod hall on November 29th, 
Pope Francis called on Religious 
to “Wake up the World.” 
“Religious life ought to promote 
growth in the Church by way of  
attraction. The Church must be 
attractive. Wake up the World! 
Be witnesses of  a different way 
of  doing things, of  acting, of  
living! It is possible in this 
world, “ he said. “I want to say 
one word to you and this word 
is joy. Wherever consecrated 
people are, there is always joy!”

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The Indian Situation

The Indian context is 
characterized by rich religiosity 
and spirituality. At the same 
time it is polarized by ideology, 
religion, class and cast. More 
disturbing fact is the 
politicization of  religion for 
political power and fostering an 
aggressive religious 
fundamentalism which destroy 
the religiosity and spirituality of  
India. At present we see the 
increased violence against 
children, girls and women. 
Almost every day new crimes 
are reported in daily news 
papers. There is also the 
criminalization of  politics and 
every political party uses them 
for their political existence. The 
corruption is rampant in every 
sector.   

We are often praised by political 
leaders and are proud of  our 
catholic institutions all over 
India for their excellent services 
and live in a spirit of  
complacency thinking we are 
doing great things for the Lord. 
In all Indian states the leading 
educational institutions are run 
by religious and priests. In 
recent years we run Universities 
too. We feel very happy of  our 
social apostolate that we are 
doing in liberating the people. 
Truly we were effective in 
liberating people from different 
kinds of  discriminations and 
bondages. We are also very 
active in our pastoral field in our 
parishes by visiting homes, 
teaching catechism and leading 

the spiritual temporal activities 
in our parishes. 

Year of  consecrated life is a 
moment of  grace. It is a time 
for refounding of  religious life. 
Pope Francis while speaking to 
religious superiors said “Wake 
up the world! Be witnesses of  a 
different way of  doing things, 
of  acting, of  living! It is possible 
to live differently in this world.”  
Today’s  religious men and 
women need to be prophetic, 
capable of  waking up the world. 
It is not an option but an 
evangelical imperative. 
Prophetic ministry entails risks 
and hardships which were faced 
by Sister Rani Maria and 
Fr.Aruldas. We cannot remain 
static in traditional ministries 
but must move to innovative 
and more challenging ministries 
and take radical stands in 
Church and society. The 
religious of  today can take a less 
traveled route. 

We need to acknowledge that 

there is a downward trend in 
religious life which is dominated 
by a feeling ‘this is more than 
enough now or this much is 
only possible now’. We need to 
have a passion for Christ, 
passion for His Church and 
passion for humanity. We need 
to develop a spirituality marked 
by a living and loving 
relationship with Jesus which 
makes us persons of  integrity 
and responsibility, sensitive to 
others and nature and thus 
rediscover the joy of  religious 
life. The Lord is calling us to 
leave our comfort zones and 
walk towards the periphery. We 
need to reinterpret our Charism 
according the times, places, 
culture and the people around. 
We need to pay more attention 
to the formation of  hearts of  
our candidates or otherwise we 
create little monsters as Pope 
Francis warns us. He said “I am 
reminded of  those religious 
who have a heart as sour as 
vinegar: they are not made for 

the people”.  

Cardinal Varkey Vithayathil said 
about St.Chavara:” Our Loving 
God the Father often sends apt 
persons in crisis situations to 
solve them. In the 19th century 
it was St.Chavara whom God 
sent to propose solutions to the 
religious, social, and cultural 
problems that affected the 
Church and the society of  that 
time and to give a new vitality to 
the people by opening up new 
avenues of  Growth”.  Now it is 
our turn to open up new 
avenues for renewed vitality. 

“Jesus walked the same path as 
we do, and showed us a “new 
way, the new and living way” 
(Heb 10:20) which is himself. 
For us too, as consecrated men 
and women, he opened a path” 
(Homily on 2 February, 2015).

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eople love a priest, smile at him, offer him 
a seat on a bus or train, and he is always Pwelcome. The great French novelist 

Francois Mauriac picturized the image of  a priest 
at his best when he wrote: “The priest has 
remained for me what he was at the dawn of  my 
life, but first and above all, the one who binds 
and looses. He who, at the moment he raises his 
hands to absolve us, can no longer be 
distinguished from the Son of  Man.” 

We have a set of  characters in literature who lead 
authentic priestly lives bearing witness to Christ 
through their personal heroism. Georges 
Bernano’s Diary of  a Country Priest, Graham 
Greene's Monsignor Quixote, Victor Hugo's 
bishop of  Digne in Les Miserables (1862), Willa 
Cather's Father Jean Marie Latour in Death 
Comes for the Archbishop (1927), and T.S. 
Eliots' Thomas à Becket offer a good reading 
experience of  exterior and interior struggles and 
crises of  priestly characters in literature. 

Chesterton’s Father Brown represents the perfect 

priest, and Chesterton plays the role of  a 
Catholic propagandist through the Father Brown 
stories. Father Brown, a man of  God armed with 
the teachings of  the Catholic Church, is a priest 
without malice or evil, he is a simple, down to 
earth human being, who represents God’s grace 
and forgiveness with great compassion to every 
sinner. Father Brown considers investigation as a 
sacrament – a sacrament of  confession. His 
objective is not to bring anyone to the scaffold, 
but rather to bring criminals to confession and 
reconciliation. The investigator in these stories 
plays the role of  a priest in the confessional. The 
sole purpose of  the Father Brown stories is to 
share the “merciless mercy” of  God through the 
Church.

The journey of  the whisky priest in Graham 
Greene’s The Power and the Glory (1940) is an 
imitation of  Jesus’ journey from Jerusalem to 
Calvary. The whisky priest follows the footsteps 
of  Jesus, his master, in all his trials and 
tribulations. The Power and the Glory is a 
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moving story of  a man of  God; a story of  a man 
totally dedicated to others and to God without 
any power or glory. The whisky priest is no 
celestial being; he is a very down-to-earth human 
being with all his weakness and frailty. Greene’s 
priest is a symbol of  all those who have lost 
hope in everything and are worth nothing; they 
will still have God in all their struggles. The very 
people, who rejected him, accept him as a saint 
in the end of  the novel. The ‘whisky priest’ 
remains unnamed throughout the novel. He is 
anonymous, and thus represents the potential life 
of  any priest. Greene and writers like Georges 
Bernanos’ in The Diary of  a Country Priest 
(1936) and Nathaniel Hawthorne in The Scarlet 
Letter (1850) propagate the miracle of  the power 
of  grace to overcome sin.

Father Francis Chisholm in A. J. Cronin’s The 
Keys of  the Kingdom (1941) is a simple man 
who has sincere faith in God and loves his 
fellowmen. Yet, he questions God or argues with 
Him; but in the end he submits totally. He 
spends most of  his priestly life as a missionary in 
remote China. Father Chisholm depicts the priest 
who not only takes the vow of  poverty but 
stands by it. He says, “I am poor, Hosannah. Just 
as poor as was my Master.” He rejoiced in his 
poverty. What must be done would be done with 
God’s help and his own two hands. Cronin as an 
experienced man in life and letters uses the priest 
character to show the depth of  apathy in the 
world. In The Minstrel Boy (1975), he uses his 
own life experiences to put forward the concept 
of  integrity in life. But in The Keys of  the 
Kingdom, Cronin provides a new key to open 
the gates of  heaven – a key of  tolerance and 
compassion in an intolerant, sectarian world.

Colleen McCullough’s Father Ralph starts his life 
with high ideals, and ends up in contradictions 
and conflicts. He loses his way halfway through 
by his own mistakes. Once he learns to unlearn 
his ideals he becomes human. Thus at the end of  
the novel he becomes human and holy. In the 
beginning of  the novel he thinks himself  an 
extraordinary chosen one who is above everyone; 

and at the end he himself  becomes one with 
everyone.

Hawthorne concludes The Scarlet Letter (1850) 
with a message of  hope for those who repent. 
The better part of  the story is nothing but the 
good news for everyone who confesses. Georges 
Bernanos’ priestly characters undergo great 
suffering as a sign and hallmark of  their election. 
The outcome of  their suffering is that they fulfill 
the role of  alter Christus. (Another Christ-"Alter 
Christus") Graham Greene's the whisky priest 
and A. J. Cronin’s Father Francis Chisholm fight 
against orthodoxy. The latter seems to be an 
ecclesiastical failure as a priest on account of  
number of  baptisms, yet a great success in God's 
eye. Greene's whisky priest, like Chaucer's 
pardoner who is himself  "guilty of  the sin" of  
avarice, "can make other folk repent" of  that 
very sin. Like Chaucer, Greene too discusses how 
the effectiveness of  a sacrament does not 
necessarily depend on the effectiveness of  a 
minister. 

The selected novels were written in the twentieth 
century – a century noted as “the bloodiest anti-
Catholic century in history” and this research 
done in the twenty-first century in search of  the 
image of  Catholic priests given in the selected 
novels elicits certain social, political and religious 
facts involved in the formation of  these 
characters and their life. As Hugh Rank notes, 
the expression of  faith in a faithless age, is a 
difficult task to accomplish for any writer as they 
try to promote message of  hope through 
literature amidst various ideological conflicts. 
This conflict is so intense in a radically changed 
world. Harvey Eagleson, writing on "The 
Beginning of  Modern Literature," declares: "God 
died on November 24th, 1859, and every day 
since, the mound of  earth above His grave has 
been piled higher". In short, after the publication 
of  The Origin of  Species many lost faith in God.

he post-modern insecurity in all walks of  
life, in every sector and in every corner has Tbeen offering to humanity preoccupation, 

stress, depression, competitive attitude, 
insensitivity, impatience, etc. One finds rarely time 
for oneself  and for others, if  not for God. 
Humanity seeks ‘instant’ solution to cover up and 
not ‘permanent’ solution which can heal and give 
growth. Church at large is not an exception to this 
trend of  our time. God’s voice in the world and 
especially in the Church is heard in its most feeble 
tone. She needs men and women with ‘sensitivity’ 
to God as well as to the concrete setting of  the 
people in which one lives. Indeed, there are 
thousands of  men and women who, after realising 
their ‘call’ from God, say that they work in the 
vineyard of  God. 

We all are children of  one God the Father, though 
we are people from different races and divergent 
cultures and human eco-systems. According to our 
faith and Church teachings, all are called to 
holiness irrespective of  the state of  living. The 
variety of  forms of  life in the Church corresponds 
to the variety of  Christian vocations.   Among 
those who follow the Lord, there are married or 
single people, men or women, human groups or 
isolated persons, communities or solitary or 
itinerant people. Jesus, in principle, did not want to 
change the concrete situations in which each one 

was. Paul affirms it clearly: “Everyone must remain 
in the same state he was when he was called by the 
Lord!”(1 Cor 7: 18-24). 

The Clergy and the Religious have realised the ‘call’ 
from God and have committed themselves to the 
cause of  God and His people. Those who are 
preparing themselves to this dedicated life have 
been trying to understand and clarify a ‘call’ from 
above. It is an on-going event in the Church 
through the centuries. The words of  the Servant of  
God John Paul II would be appropriate to be 
mentioned here:

In every age there have been men and women who, 
obedient to the Father’s call and to the prompting 
of  the Spirit, have chosen this special way of  
following Christ, in order to devote themselves to 
him with an “undivided” heart (cf. 1 Cor 7:34). 
Like the Apostles, they too have left everything 
behind in order to be with Christ and to put 
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questioned invariably. Man is no more created in 
the image and likeness of  God and is just like 
any other creature formed by accident. However, 
despite the diminished faith in Christianity, the 
Christian outlook is still a dynamic part of  
Western civilization and this has given shape to 
many characters in fiction conveying radical 
message to a lost world .

In conveying a Christian thought these writers 
have taken a road less travelled. They may not be 
loyal to the dogmatic teachings of  the Church 
but they find it as their duty to express the faith 
in a paradoxical manner. They have the courage 
to discuss the various issues of  faith in an absurd 
manner in a ‘God-less’ and ‘faith-less’ world. 
These writers interpret the faith in a strikingly 
different way. Their all embracing compassion 
and mercy sometimes lead them to the verge of  
heresy which is part and parcel of  their mission 
and is unavoidable. In Greene man is helpless to 
save himself. But Chesterton asks everyone to 
make an attempt to practice the ideal. Cronin just 
like Greene shows manifold weakness of  man. 
McCullough puts the Church under pressure on 
various issues. In many of  these writings the 
presentation of  Christ or Christian theology is 
not at all a patterned one in accordance with the 

institutionalized ideologies; as a result a 
segment of  Catholic population would 
find that these writings are aberrations of  
Christian theology as they want to retain the 
image of  priests as ‘angelic man’. 

Andrew M. Greeley, a Catholic priest and 
novelist wrote, "The priest's role, therefore, is to 
be what the role of  the religious functionary has 
always been - to be God's man - to be the one 
others can "turn to… for care and love…." 
These stirring words echo the ideal 
representation of  the priestly image as a man of  
God proclaiming the good news of  hope. Just as 
Chesterton’s detective priest Father Brown shares 
God’s love and hope with the sinners in 
confession it would be hard to find a more 
glorious role for the Catholic priest than being 
God's man of  hope.   
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themselves, as he did, at the service of  God and 
their brothers and sisters. In this way, through the 
many charisms of  spiritual and apostolic life 
bestowed on them by the Holy Spirit, they have 
helped to make the mystery and mission of  the 
Church shine forth, and in doing so have 
contributed to the renewal of  society. 

The late Pope makes clear the following points to 
realise the goal of  their ‘call’: the divine call of  the 
biblical times continues till today; the ‘called’ are 
generous to respond to the ‘call’ positively; after 
the positive response, they need to persist and have 
Christ as one’s preference; one needs to be at the 
service of  God and his people; one receives 
specific and particular charism from the Holy 
Spirit; the charism should be used to to transform 
the Church and the society. Among these 
characteristics of  the ‘call,’ two things are very 
clear: (a) the ‘call’ is from God and not human 
choice; (b) the objective of  this ‘call’ is not merely 
self-sanctification of  the one ‘called’ but primarily 
the people of  God, in making the mystery and the 
mission of  the Church clear to them and to renew 
their way of  life.

When we speak of  ‘call’ in the Bible, our mind 
refers immediately to the call of  Prophets and of  
Mary. But the call of  God in the Bible does not 
have a strict definition and a delimited realm. Right 
from Adam till the least of  the Apostles, many 
were called by God for a specific purpose as 
different time, place and level. Here let us see the 
few aspects of  the call of  God with reference to 
the biblical personalities and the mission entrusted 
to them by God. Even now the consecrated are 
assigned with the same responsibilities. 

1. A Call to be with God: In the prehistoric 
narrative of  the Bible (Gen 1-11), God called the 
human beings to be with Him in His presence. 
God’s association with Adam and Eve (Gen 1:26-
2:25) and the way He searched for them during His 
walk in the garden (Gen 3:9) show His delight 
when they were in His presence. Enoch, the 
walking companion of  God, was called to be 
permanently in the presence of  God and so God 

took him to Himself  (Gen 5:22-24). To be in the 
presence of  God or to walk with God also means 
to comply with the commandments of  God and to 
be righteous. Noah is another example of  this 
calling (Gen 6:9). This calling to be in the presence 
of  God will be repeated by Jesus Christ (Mk 3:14). 
The prime duty of  the consecrated is to be with 
Him.

2. A Call to be a blessing: At the beginning of  
the historical calling, Abram was called to be a 
blessing to all the families of  the earth. God called 
him to be the channel of  His blessing. Hence, 
Abraham became the sacrament of  God’s 
presence (Gen 12:1-3). Further God changed his 
name into Abraham and made a covenant with him 
that He will be their God and he and his 
descendants to follow the covenant faithfully (Gen 
17:5ff). This historical call made Abraham ‘Father 
of  Faith’ (Rom 4). Abram was called to be 
Abraham that God’s blessing and covenant may 
reach out to all families of  the earth. The 
consecrated are called to be a channel of  God’s 
blessing to the people and they are a blessing to the 
Church. 

3. A Call to Liberate: When misfortune struck 
Israel, the chosen people of  God was to leave the 
Promised Land given to Abraham and got settled 
in Egypt (Gen 46). The suffering and the cry of  the 
children of  Abraham made God restless and 
moved Him to act. As a result He identifies Moses 
and calls Him to be a liberator of  His people (Ex 
3). However, the objective of  the call of  Moses was 
the liberation of  the People of  God and their 
wellbeing. The same invitation is also for the 
consecrated to liberate the people from slavery of  
money, sex, lust, unforgiveness and hatred.   

4. Call to Lead: When the ministry of  Moses 
ended with his death, God calls Joshua from 
among the associates of  Moses (Josh 1:1). The 
commission given to Joshua was precise: ‘be strong 
and of  good courage’ (Josh 1:2-9). His message to 
Joshua was ‘Go ahead; I am there with you.’ He did 
it; got the people inside the Promised Land (Josh 
24:1-29). The importance he gave to the source of  
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their identity and the tradition, that the people 
should not forget the roots, was the culmination of  
his mission. Today too, the consecrated are called to 
lead the people of  God in the Lord’s way. People 
are surrounded with momentary gratifications and 
sentimental desires that pull them between two 
poles. The role of  the consecrated is to discern and 
decide well and lead them to God. 

5. A Call to Prophesy: God called various 
prophets, especially during the monarchy of  Israel, 
to warn the kings and the people whenever they 
went astray. The responsibility of  the prophets was 
a key element in bringing people back to the 
covenantal relationship. The sacrifice of  the 
prophets was tremendous even to the extent of  
sacrificing one’s own life. The fate of  the prophets 
was normally ill-treatment and persecution. But 
they were faithful to the Lord and His commission, 
though some lamented. In short they were called to 
be the ‘mouthpiece of  God’. So consecrated 
people are chosen by God to be a messenger of  
God’s good news and be a pointer to reach God.  

6. A Call to Give Birth to God: This was the 
highest form of  call from God and this was offered 
to a young girl against the call of  so many men. This 
singular call was given to Mary, which cannot be 
repeated. This call was embedded in divine mystery, 
too difficult to understand and accept. But she 
came forward. In her God reversed the traditional 
manifestation. Through her call, Mary brought the 
divinity down to the earth in tangible human form 

to be with us (Is 7:14; Mt 1:23). The consecrated 
are entrusted with the responsibility of  becoming 
good news in the hearts of  the people, giving joy 
and peace to them as it was carried out in an 
excellent way by a Mary our Mother.  

7. A Call to Discipleship: Jesus, called 12 
apostles to be more close to him and to give 
witness to him and his teaching to the ends of  the 
world (Mk 3:14; Mt 28:18-20). He called them from 
various walks of  life, with various temperaments 
and with various levels of  understanding. All of  
them were asked to leave their former profession. 
Jesus, apart from calling the apostles, offered a 
general call to discipleship (Mt 10:37-42; 16:24-28; 
Mk 8:34-38; Lk 9:23-27; 14:26-35). The 
consecrated are called to be with Him and to take 
up the cross and follow him and are promised to 
have hundred fold in Heaven.  

CONCLUSION

Many are called by God for various reasons. The 
consecrated people never consider their personal 
interests as priorities but the purpose of  their 
calling; they have constant communion with God. 
Even at the point of  suffering and death they never 
betray God or their calling; though many times 
they might be disappointed, they do not lose hope; 
because they are men and women of  God. That is 
their identity and their personality. For them the 
call from God mattered. Being in the Consecrated 
year, each one of  us is called to strive for fuller 
knowledge of  our call to consecrated life. One 
needs to know for what purpose one is called by 
God. Even among you, many are named in the plan 
of  God and let us be open to the Spirit of  the Lord 
and discern your vocation to be His own and to be 
sent out to preach His good news to all the people.

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The presentation of  bread and wine raised up in 
the form of  cross at the Altar is not to be qualified 
as ‘offertory’ in our Qurbana. This rite is rather the 
presentation of  the gifts or as it is clearly 
enunciated in the prayer, here the mysteries are set 
forth and arranged on the Altar in commemoration 
of  the paschal mystery of  Christ.

The sacrifice in the N.T. is not the offering of  
bread and wine but it is the sacramental re-
presentation of  the once and for all sacrifice of  
Christ through the commemoration of  the 
passion, death, burial and resurrection of  Christ. 
Through the self  offering of  the Church the 
sacrifice on the Altar becomes the participation 
of  the Church in the sacrifice of  Christ. Thus the 
sacrifice of  Christ becomes also here and now 
the sacrifice of  the Church. It is through the 
symbols of  bread and wine that the sacrifice of  
Christ is sacramentally realized and actualized 
today. Our eucharistic celebration is called 
Qurbana or sacrifice not because we offer up 
bread and wine on the Altar but because the

sacrifice of  Christ on Calvary is made present 
through the celebration on the Altar. In other 
words our sacrifice is the commemoration of  the 
paschal mystery of  Christ. This is made clear in 
the prayer of  the celebrant “May Christ who 
sacrificed Himself  and commanded us to 
celebrate the memory of  His passion, death 
burial resurrection accept this Qurbana from our 
hands.”

Hence at the time of  presentation of  gifts on the 
Altar, instead of  the anthem of  the Mysteries 
that is given to be sung, hymns denoting, “Accept 
O Lord these gifts” or “receive these sacrifice 
from our hands” are not theologically correct 
and hence improper. Because, the sacrifice that 
the Church offers up to God is the self  sacrifice 
of  Christ. It is the commemoration and thus the 
making present of  the sacrifice of  Christ on the

controversy over the weekend after coming out in defence of  
marriage. “We, a gay couple, say no to gay adoptions. Children 
should have a mother and a father,” said co-founder Stefano 
Gabbana, in an interview with the Italian Magazine Panorama. 
Dolce and Gabbana, who are openly gay, went on to condemn the 
use of  artificial means of  conception, such as In-vitro fertilization 
and also spoke out against the use of  surrogate mothers by gay 
couples who are seeking to have a child, referring to practice as 
“wombs for rent.” Dolce referred to those conceived through 
artificial means as “chemical children: synthetic children. Uterus' 
for rent, semen chosen from a catalogue. And later you go and 
explain to these children who the mother is.” To procreate should 
be an “act of  love,”
