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Looking at Christ:
the Gospel of the Family

13. Since the order of creation is determined by
its orientation towatrds Christ, a distinction needs
to be made without separating the various levels
through which God communicates to humanity
the grace of the covenant. By reason of the
divine pedagogy, according to which the order of
creation develops through successive stages to
the order of redemption, we need to understand
the newness of the Christian Sacrament of
Marriage in continuity with natural marriage of
the origins, that is, the manner of God’s saving
action in both creation and the Christian life. In
creation, because all things were made through
Christ and for him (cf. Col 1:106), Christians
“oladly and reverently lay bare the seeds of the
Word which lie hidden among their fellows; they
ought to follow attentively the profound changes
which are taking place among peoples” (Ad
Gentes, 11). In the Christian life, the reception of
Baptism brings the believer into the Church
through the domestic church, namely, the family;
thus beginning “a dynamic process [which]|
develops, one which advances gradually with the
progressive integration of the gifts of God”
(Familiaris Consortio, 9), in an ongoing
conversion to a love that saves us from sin and
gives us fullness of life.

14. Jesus himself, referring to the original plan of
the human couple, reaffirms the indissoluble
union between a man and a woman, though
saying to the Pharisees that “for your hardness of
heart Moses allowed you to divorce your wives,
but from the beginning it was not so”(Mt 19: 8).
The indissolubility of marriage (“what therefore
God has joined together, let no man put asunder”
Mt 19:6), is to be understood not as a “yoke”
imposed on persons but as a “gift” to a husband
and wife united in marriage. In this way, Jesus
shows how God’s humbling act of coming to
earth might always accompany the human
journey and might heal and transform a hardened
heart with his grace, orientating it towards its

principle, by way of the cross. The Gospels make
clear that Jesus’ example is paradigmatic for the
Church. In fact, Jesus was born in a family; he
began to work his signs at the wedding of Cana
and he announced the meaning of marriage as
the fullness of revelation that restores the original
divine plan (Mt 19:3). At the same time, however,
he put what he taught into practice and
manifested the true meaning of mercy, clearly
illustrated in his meeting with the Samaritan
woman (Jn 4:1-30) and with the adulteress (Jn
8:1-11). By looking at the sinner with love, Jesus
leads the person to repentance and conversion
(“Go and sin no more”), which is the basis for
forgiveness.

15. In the beginning, there is the original family,
when God the Creator instituted the first
marriage between Adam and Eve as the solid
foundation of the family. God not only created
human beings male and female (Gen 1:27), but
he also blessed them so they might be fruitful
and multiply (Gen 1:28). For this reason, “a man
leaves his father and his mother and cleaves to his
wife and the two become one flesh” (Gen 2:24).
This union was wounded by sin and became the
historical form of marriage among the People of
God, for which Moses granted the possibility of
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issuing a bill of divorce (cf. Dt 24:1£t). This was
the principal practice in the time of Jesus.

16. Jesus, who reconciled all things in himself,
restored marriage and the family to their original
form (Mk 10:1-12). Marriage and the family have
been redeemed by Christ (Eph 5:21-32), restored
in the image of the Holy Trinity, the mystery
from which every true love flows. The spousal
covenant, originating in creation and revealed in
the history of salvation, receives its full meaning
in Christ and his Church. Through his Church,
Christ bestows on marriage and the family the
grace necessary to witness to the love of God
and to live the life of communion. The Gospel
of the Family spans the history of the world
from the creation of man in the image and
likeness of God (cf. Gn 1: 26-27) until it reaches,
at the end of time, its fulfillment in the mystery
of the Christ’s Covenant with the wedding of
Lamb (cf. Rev 19:9) (cf. John Paul 11, Catechesis
on Human Love).

17. “Throughout the centuries, the Church has
maintained her
constant teaching
on marriage and
family. One of
the highest
expressions of

this teaching was proposed by the Second Vatican
Council, in the Pastoral Constitution Gaudium et
Spes, which devotes an entire chapter to
promoting the dignity of marriage and the family
(cf. Gaudium et Spes, 47-52). This document
defined marriage as a community of life and love
(cf. Gaudium et Spes, 48), placing love at the
center of the family and manifesting, at the same
time, the truth of this love in counter distinction
to the various forms of reductionism present in
contemporary culture. The ‘true love between
husband and wife’ (Gaudium et Spes, 49) implies
a mutual gift of self and includes and integrates
the sexual and affective aspects, according to the
divine plan (cf. Gaudium et Spes, 48-49).
Furthermore, Gaudium et Spes, 48, emphasizes
the grounding of the spouses in Christ. Christ
the Lord ‘comes into the lives of married
Christians through the Sacrament of Matrimony’
and remains with them. In the Incarnation, he
assumes human love, purifies it and brings it to
fulfillment and gives to the spouses, with his
Spirit, the capacity to live that love, permeating
every part of their lives of faith, hope and
charity. In this way, the bride and groom are, so
to speak, consecrated and, through his grace, they
build up the Body of Christ and are a domestic
church (cf. Lumen Gentium, 11), so that the

person with Christ in the Church. In accepting
each other and with Christ’s grace, the engaged
couple promises a total self-giving, faithfulness
and openness to new life. The married couple
recognizes these elements as constitutive in
marriage, gifts offered to them by

God, taking seriously their mutual commitment,
in God’s name and in the presence of the
Church. So, in faith it is possible to assume the
goods of marriage as commitments which are
more sustainable through the help of the grace
of the Sacrament. God consecrates the love of
husband and wife and confirms its indissolubility,
offering them assistance to live their faithfulness,
mutual complementarity and openness to life.
Therefore, the Church looks to married couples
as the heart of the entire family, which, in turn,
looks to Jesus.

23. With inner joy and deep comfort, the Church
looks to families who remain faithful to the
teachings of the Gospel, encouraging them and
thanking them for the testimony they offer. In
fact, they witness, in a credible way, to the beauty
of a marriage which is indissoluble and faithful
forever, while always remaining faithful to each
other. Within the family, “which could be called a
domestic church” (Lumen Gentium, 11), a
person begins a Church experience of

communion among persons, which reflects,
through grace, the Mystery of the Holy Trinity.
“In a family, a person learns the effort and the joy
of work, fraternal love, and generosity in
forgiving others — always renewed — and above
all divine worship in prayer and the offering of
one's life” (Catechism of the Catholic Church,
1657). The Holy Family of Nazareth is a
wondrous model in whose school we
“understand why we have to maintain spiritual
discipline, if we wish to follow the teachings of
the Gospel and become Christ’s disciples”
(Blessed Pope Paul VI, Address at Nazareth, 5
January 1964). The Gospel of the Family also
nourishes the seeds which are still waiting to
grow; and serves as the basis for caring for those
trees which have withered and must not be
neglected.

24. The Church, a sure teacher and caring
mother, recognizes that the only marriage bond
for those who are baptized is sacramental and any
breach of it is against the will of God. At the
same time, the Church is conscious of the
weakness of many of her children who are
struggling in their journey of faith.
“Consequently, without detracting from the
evangelical ideal, they need to accompany with
mercy and patience the eventual stages of
personal growth as these progressively occur.

Times have changed. India and the world at large
is no longer a licensed economy, nor is one's
lifetime going to be spent in the same company.
Today’s youth are far more optimistic or even a
touch risky in their outlook towards their own
working future. There is this sense of confidence
which tells them that they will get through. One
really cannot blame the parents — who are mostly
in their late 40s and early 50s as they have grown
up in an era of 60s and 70s which were uncertain
and turbulent.

several instances of youngsters doing well, just by
acquiring Technical Life Skills (read, Technical
Diplomas) post their 10th or 12th Std.

All of the above and many more have opened the
Pandora's Box to today's youth.

It has been repeatedly said in several forums that
the Attitudinal Formation during the high-school
is of paramount importance in the career path a
youngster embarks upon rather than his
Academic Scores. The former by itself will stand
him or her in good stead in any career path, while
the Academic Scores does not necessarily ensure
a smooth career success.

Interestingly, what is unknown to most of the
parents today is that most of the specializations —
like Defence, Banking, Civil Service,
Management, Sciences, Research, I'T — are also
available as a Post Graduate degree after doing a
normal BSc, BA, BBA, BCom etc. If this fact had
sunk well enough, we would not have our youth
being pushed into dawn to dusk of tuition classes
right from their 9th standard onwards.

To make matters worse, there are tons of
“Aptitude Testing” agencies in the fray in tie-ups
with money hungry colleges, dishing out aptitude
scores to enable youngsters to chose a career. 1
think all these a waste of money as it further
confuses the youngsters and that too in an
impressionable age!

Ironically, most of the engineers get sub-optimal
salaries when they join fresh out of their

engineering colleges as Graduate Trainees. They
end up working for couple of years and then try
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for their MBA/PGDM or MS/MTech
from India or overseas. Even a normal
MBBS is no longer enough to put two
meals on the table. One has to pursue
MD, MS, etc which is beyond th
of most.

Need of the hour perhaps is a
that is required to move out of t
of inertia — a wake up call —a gen
effort to sit down with their youn,
wards and Listen. It may not be e
practical for parents to now read
update oneself with all that is
happening at the cutting edge of
technology all over the world. It will
certainly be rewarding to sit and listen
to their own young sons and daughters
as to'what their minds are gravitated
towards, what their subjects of interests
are and to work along with them to find
ways of choosing a career in that line
of interest.

One of the saddest realities which all of
us have to face today, in our community
especially, is that there is hardly any

Even though most of the youth are
born and brought up in Maharashtra
with a local domicile, there are hardly
anyone applying for MPSE. There is
next to nobody looking at Law as an
option. The whole world is coming to
Indian law firms as our legal system is
far more in line with the British and the
other democratic economies — not to
mention our grip over Engli
language. There is no
Defence as a fruitful
career in our youth
them are athletic,
and brilliant in all
Media has explo
years. All kinds o
emerged — right

content creation (ranging from
script writing to animation to 3D).
Unfortunately these winds are
sweeping by with our youth and
parents reluctantly watching or
being completely unaware.

My personal effort has been to
create, nudge and encourage the
youth that I get in touch with and
also to speak to some of their
parents. We need role models in our
Parishes. Then the next generation
will follow. The need of the hour is
a wake-up call for parents and a bit
of guidance for an already
optimistic and ambitious youth.
These are good times for our
nation as well as for the Asian
region economically and
technologically. Sincerely urge the
parents to broaden their horizon
and shake up their inertial
