* Born on 29th January, 1954 at Pulluvazhy in
Ernakulam Dt., Kerala in a peasant family
as the daughter of Paily and Elishwa.

* Joined Franciscan Clarist Congregation
(FCC) and made her First profession on 1st
May, 1974, at the age of 20, and got the new
name Sr.Rani Maria.

¢ She was sent to the North Indian Mission in
the diocese of Bijnor (UP) in 1975 and
involved in the formal and non-formal
education of children.

» Final profession on 22nd May, 1980

» Transferred to Udayanagar in 1992 in the
diocese ofIndore

* Secured help from the government for
many rural development schemes, loans
and subsidies from the banks for
fertilizers, seeds and irrigation projects for
the poor farmers.

* Made every effort to free the poor from the
exploiting money lenders

* Was elected as Provincial Councillor for
Department of Social Service &
Evangelizationin December 1994.

» She was brutally stabbed to death in the
daylight on 25th February, 1995 by
Samandar Singh at Nachanbore Hill in
Indore at the age of 41.She sustained 40
major injuries besides 14 bruises.

» Singh was convicted and was sentenced
forlife imprisonment.

* Sr.Selmy Paul, Sr. Rani Maria’sister visited

him in the prison on 31st August, 2002 and
expressed her forgiveness.

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» Sr. Rani Maria’s mother visited him on 25th
February, 2003 and kissed his hands as a
sign of forgiveness.

* The beatification process was opened on
26th September, 2003

* Samandar Singh was released from jail in
2006 after mandatory declaration was
signed by Sr. Selmy, her parents and church
officials.
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e The title of ‘Servant of God’ was conferred
on Sr.Rani Mariain 2007.

» Canonical Recognition and Reburial of the
Servant of God Rani Maria were conducted
on 18thNovember 2016 inIndore.

¢ Beatified on 4th November,2017in Indore.
* Blessed Rani Maria,Pray For Us.
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“Incomprehensible is the happiness in
which the soul will be immersed.”

After Holy Communion, I was carried in spirit
before the throne of God. There I was the
heavenly Powers which incessantly praise
God. Beyond the throne I saw a brightness
inaccessible to creatures, and there only the
Incarnate Word enters as Mediator. (Diary 85)

Today I was in heaven, inspirit, and I saw its
inconceivable beauties and the happiness that
awaits us after death. I saw how all creatures
give ceaseless praise and glory to God.I saw
how great is happiness in God, which spreads
to all creatures, making them happy; and then
all the glory and praise which springs from
this happiness returns to its source; and they
enter into the depths of God, contemplating
the inner life of God, the Father, the Son and the
Holy Spirit, whom they will never comprehend
or fathom.

This source of happiness is unchanging in its
essence, but is always new, gushing forth
happiness for all creatures. Now I understand
Saint Paul who said “Eye has not seen, nor has
ear heard, nor has it entered into the heart of
man what God has prepared for those who
love Him.” (Diary 777)

The sight of this great majesty of God, whichl
came to understand more profoundly and
which is worshiped by the heavenly spirits
according to their degree of grace and the
hierarchies into which they are divided, did
not cause my soul to be stricken with terror or

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fear; no, no, not at alll My soul was filled with
peace and love, and the more I came to know
the greatness of God, the more I came to know
the greatness of God, the more joyful I became
that He is as He is. And I rejoice immensely in
His greatness and am delighted that I am so
little because, since I am little, He carries me in
His arms and holds me close to His heart.
(Diary 779)

O my God, how I pity those people who do not
believe in eternal life; how I pray for them that
a ray of mercy would envelop them too, and
that God would clasp them to His fatherly
bosom. (Diary 780)

I learned in the Heart of Jesus that in heaven
itself there is a heaven to which not all, but only
chosen souls, have access. Incomprehensible
is the happiness in which the soul will be
immersed. O my God, oh, thatIcould describe
this, even in some little degree. Souls are
penetrated by His divinity and pass frm
brightness to brightness, an unchanging light,
but never monotonous, always new though
never changing. O Holy Trinity make Yourself
known to souls! (Diary 592)

A vivid presence suddenly swept over me,and
I was caught up in spirit before the majesty of
God.Isaw how the Angels and the Saints of the
Lord give glory to God. The glory of God is so
great that I dare not try to describe it, because
I would not be able to do so, and souls might
thing that whatI have writtenis all thereis....

And all that has come forth from God returns to
Him in the same way and gives Him perfect
glory. (Diary 1604)
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HELL

““Most of the souls there are those who
disbelieved that there is a hell.”

Today I was led by an Angel to the chasms of
hell.Itis place of great torture; how awesomely
large and extensive it is! the kinds of torture I
saw: the first torture that constitutes hell is the
loss of God; the second is perpetual remorese
of conscience; the third is that one’s condition
will never change; the fourth is the fire that will
penetrate the soul without destroying it — a
terrible suffering, since it is a purely spiritual
fire, lit by God’s anger; the fifth torture is
continual darkness and a terrible suffocating
smell, and, despite the darkness, the devils
and the souls of the damned see each other
and all the evil, both others and their own; the
sixth torture is the constant company of Satan;
the seventh torture is horrible despair, hatred
of God, vile words, curses and blasphemies.
These are the tortures suffered by all the
damned together, but that is not the end of the
sufferings. There are special tortures destined
for particular souls. These are the torments of
the senses. Each soul undergoes terrible and
indescribable sufferings, related to the
manner in which it has sinned. there are
caverns and pits of torture where one from of

agony differs from another. I would have died
at the very sight of these tortures if the
omnipotence of God had not supported me.
Let the sinner know that he will be tortured
throughout all eternity, in those senses which
he made use of to sin. I am writing this at the
command of God, so that no soul may find an
excuse by saying there is no hell, or that
nobody has ever been there,and so no one can
say what it is like.

I, Sister Faustina, by the order of God, have
visited the abysses of hell so that I might tell
souls about it and testify to its existence. I
cannot speak bout it now; but [ have received a
command from God to leave it in writing. The
devils were full of hatred for me, but they had
to obey me at the command of God. What I
have written is but a pale shadow of the things I
saw. But I noticed one thing: that most of the
souls there are those who disbelieved that
there is a hell. When I came to, I could hardly
recover from the fright. How terribly souls
suffer there! Consequently, I pray even more
fervently for the conversion of sinners. I
incessantly plead God’s mercy upon them. O
my Jesus I would rather be in agony until the
end of the world, amidst the greatest suffering,
then offend You by the least sin. (Diary 741)
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PURGATORY

“My mercy does not want this,
but justice demands it.”

[The next night] I saw my guardian Angel, who
ordered me to follow him.In a momentIwas in
a misty place full of fire in which there was a
great crowd of suffering sou8ls. They were
praying fervently, but to no avail, for
themselves; only we can come to their aid. the
flames which were burning them did not touch
me at all. My Guardian Angel did not leave me
for an instant. I asked these souls what their
greatest suffering was. they answered me in
one voice that their greatest torment was
longing for God. I saw Our Lady visiting the
souls in Purgatory. The souls call her “The Star
of the Sea.” She brings them refreshment. I
wanted to talk with them some more, but my
Guardian Angel backoned me to leave. We
went out of that prison of suffering. [I heard an
interior voice] which said, My mercy does
not want this, but justice demands it. Since
that time, I am in closer communion with the
suffering souls. (Diary 20)

Once I was summoned to the judgment [seat]
of God. I stood alone before the Lord. Jesus
appeared such as we know Him during His
Passion. After a moment, His wounds
disappeared except for five, those in His
hands, Hisfeet and His side. Suddenly I saw the
complete condition of my soul as God sees it.I
could clearly see all that is displeasing to God.
I did not know that even the smallest
transgressions will have to be accounted for.
What a moment! Who can describe it? To stand
before the Thrice-Holy God! Jesus asked me,
Who are you? I answered “I am your servant,
Lord.” You are guilty of one day of fire in
purgatory. I wanted to throw myself
immediately into the flames of purgatory, but
Jesus stopped me and said, Which do you
prefer, suffer now for one day in purgatory

or for a short while on earth? I replied,
“Jesus, I want to suffer in purgatory, and I want
to suffer also the greatest pains on earth, even
if it were to the end of the world.” Jesus said,
One [of the tow] is enough; you will go back
to earth, and there you will suffer much,
but not for long; you will accomplish My
will and My desires, and a faithful servant
of Mine will help you to do this. Now, rest
your head on My bosom, on My heart, and
draw from it strength and power for these
sufferings, because you will find neither
relief nor help nor comfort anywhere else.
Know that you will have much, much to
suffer, but don’t let this frighten you; I am
with you. (Diary 36)

One evening, one of the deceased sisters, who
had already visited me a few times, appeared
to me. The first time I had seen her, she had
been in great suffering, and then gradually
these sufferings had diminished; this time she
was radiant with happiness, and she told me
she was already in heaven ... And further, as a
sign that she only now was in heaven, God
would bless our house. then she came closer to
me, embraced me sincerely and said, “I must
go now.” I understood how closely the three
stages of a soul’slife are bound together;thatis
to say, life on earth, in purgatory and in heaven
[the Communion of Saints]. (Diary 594)

After Vespers today, there was a procession to
the cemetery.I could not go, because I was on
duty at the gate. But that did not stop me at all
from praying for the souls. As the procession
was returning from the cemetery to the chapel,
my soul felt the presence of many souls. I
understood the great justice of God, how each
one had to pay off the debt to the last cent.
(Diary 1375)

Because God made you for Himself and
you can find perfect satisfaction in Him
alone.

in Thee.” (St. Augustine).

. Why will some see God more clearly?

Because they died with more Sanctifying
Grace in their souls.

HELL
1. What is Hell?

The place in the next world
where the souls of the damned
are condemned to suffer forever
with the devils.

“If any one abide not in me, he
shall be cast forth as a branch,
and shall wither, and they shall
gather him up, and cast him into
the fire, and he burneth.” (John
15:6)

. How do you know that there is a Hell?

The Bible and Tradition often speak of
the everlasting punishments of Hell.

“Then he shall say to them also that
shall be on his left hand; Depart from
me, you crushed, into everlasting fire
which was prepared for the devil and
his angels. And these shall go into
everlasting punishments: but the just,
into life everlasting.” (Matthew 25:41-
46)

. Who will go to Hell?

Only those who die with mortal sin on
their souls, that is, without Sanctifying
Grace.

“And whosoever was not found written
in the book of life, was cast into the pool
of fire.” (Apocalypse 20:15) : and anyone
whose name was not found written in
the book of life was thrown into the lake
of fire.

. Does anyone ever get out of Hell?

No, Hell is a place of “everlasting
punishment.” (Matthew 25:46) : And
these will go away into eternal
punishment, but the righteous into
eternal life.

“And the smoke of their torments shall
ascend up for ever and ever: neither
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have they rest day nor night.”
(Apocalypse 14:11)

. What are the pains of Hell?

Separation from God, torture by fire,
regret, and the companionship of the
devils.

. What is the pain of separation from

God?

To be separated from God, the Source
of all love and happiness, will be the
greatest pain in Hell.

“The Lord Jesus shall be revealed from
heaven, with the angels of his power: in
a flame of fire, giving vengeance to
them who know not God, and who
obey not the gospel of our Lord Jesus
Christ. Who shall suffer eternal
punishment in destruction, from the
face of the Lord, and from the glory of
his power.” (2 Thessalonians 1:7-9)

. Is there real fire in Hell?

Yes, Jesus often spoke of the
“unquenchable fire” of Hell and
says that the damned souls will be
“salted with fire” (Mark 9:43) : If
your hand causes you to stumble,
cut it off; it is better for you to
enter life maimed than to have
two hands and to go to hell, to the
unquenchable fire., which is
“everlasting fire” (Matthew 25:41)

. How does the fire in Hell differ from

the fire here on earth?

The fire in Hell burns without
consuming and can torture not only
the body but the soul as well.

. What is the pain of regret?

The pain of regret means that you will
be tortured forever with the thought
that you had so many chances to save
your soul and be happy with God, but
lost Heaven because of mortal sin.
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PURGATORY

What is Purgatory?

A place and state of temporary
punishment inthe next world.

Hell, on the other hand,is a place
of eternal or everlasting
punishment.

. What does the word ““Purgatory” mean?

It means “Cleansing” (or “purging”) :
Purgatory is a place where the soul is
cleansed of unforgiven venial sin and/or
the “debt” of sins already forgiven but not
yet made up for ("atoned” for).

. How does common sense indicate the

existence of Purgatory?

Only people with mortal sin go to Hell,
and on the other hand, no one can enter
Heaven with even the smallest sin.
Therefore, there must be a place in the
next world where lesser sins can be taken
off the soul.

Who will go to Purgatory?

People who die with Sanctifying Grace in
their souls, but —

1) who die with venial sin on their souls,
or

2) who have not completed (satisfied for)
the punishment still due to their already-
forgiven sins.

What is meant by the “punishment still
due to sin”’?

This means that, even though God
forgives your sins, He still requires that
you be punished for them (i.e., “pay” for
them), either in this life or in the next.

For example, a boy playing ball in his
yard breaks his neighbor's window. He
goes and tells the lady he is sorry, and
she forgives him - but, she tells him he
will still have to pay for the window.

Do you suffer in Purgatory?

Yes, besides not being allowed to see
God face to face, the souls in Purgatory
suffer a great deal.

“The fire of Purgatory,” says St.
Augustine, “is more terrible than man
can suffer in this life.”

7. How long will you have to suffer in
Purgatory?

That depends on the number and
seriousness of the sins to be atoned for.

“Amen I say to thee, thou shalt not
come out from thence till thou repay
the last farthing.” (Mathew 5:26) : Truly
I tell you, you will never get out until
you have paid the last penny.

8.Where do you go when you leave

Purgatory?

To Heaven to see God and enjoy Him
forever.

“My soul hath thirsted after the strong
living God; when shall I come and
appear before the face of God?” (Psalm
41:3) : The Lord sustains them on their
sickbed; in their illness you heal all
their infirmities.

9. Will Purgatory ever end?

Yes, at the Last Judgment. After that you
will go to Heaven forever.

10. Can you help the souls in
Purgatory?

You can shorten their stay by
having Masses said for them, by
praying for them and by doing
good works for them.

Prayer Request

The priest who, at the time of the hymn of
angels and the Kusappa Prayer, was harming
the sentiments of unworthiness of Isaiah, now
turns to the community asking their prayers.
This is the second prayer request of the priest.
In the response of the community they pray for
four favours from Christ, they are: May Christ
hear your prayer, accept this Qurbana, glorify
your priesthood, be pleased in this sacrifice. In
relation to the priest who offers, special
mention is made as ‘your prayer’ and ‘the
sacrifice you offer’. And the people prays ‘may
he glorify your priesthood in heaven’. This
glorification before God is the fulfilment of the
priesthood. This means that, if only a priest
dedicates his life totally for the glory of God
without seeking any compensation of this
world, his priesthood will be glorified in
heaven.

It is clearly mentioned that Qurbana is offered
‘for yourself, for us and for the whole world’.
The world is qualified as the one that expects
the mercy and grace of God with hope. This
can be understood in the light of the letter to
Romans “All creations waits with eager longing
for God to reveal His children” (8:19).

May Christ accept the Qurbana

‘May Christ accept the Qurbana’is the
response of the community. At the time the
bread and wine are offered at the altar the
priest prays: “May Christ ... accept this
Qurbana from our hands”. Sometimes a
question is asked, is not our Qurbana

offered upto God the Father, and can then
Christ be the one who accepts the Qurbana?
As we see in the book of Revelation, in the
heavenly worship, the heavenly host offer
praise, honour, worship and adoration to the
Lamb seated on the throne (5:14; 4:11). As we
read in the letter to Philippians “And so, in
honour of the name of Jesus all beings in
heaven and on earth and in the world below
will fall on their knees and all will openly
proclaim that Jesus Christ is Lord” (2:10-11).

Christo-centric

Most of the prayers in this anaphora of
Addai and Mari are centred on Christ. Most
of the early Christians were people who
came from Jewish religion. Hence it was
natural that they emphasized the
Christocentric aspect of their faith. To those
people who repented after the testimony of
St. Peter, he said “be baptized in the name of
Jesus Christ, so that your sins will be
forgiven” (Acts 2:38). In the early church
baptism was administered in the name of
Jesus (Acts 8:16; 10:48). To proclaim Jesus as
the Lord God and Saviour was important for
the Jewish Christian Community. Hence the
Christo-centric aspect of this anaphora is a
characteristic note and proof of its early

origin and its Jewish Christian background.
Christ, the Lord and God

St. Ephrem the Church father, teaches that
Jesus Christ is at the same time the oblation,
offerer and the one who receives the
offering of the Church. Hence the
community prays that Christ as the head of
the mystical body may receive the act of
offering of the Church and make it the self
same sacrifice of Christ, and God the Father
makes us partakers in the fruits of the
sacrifice of Christ.

That ‘the glorified Christ receives the
offering of the Church’is a unique vision
and theological contribution of the East
Syrian Church in the field of Eucharistic and
liturgical theology. Hence the church wants
to keep up and protect this perspective as
part of the ecclesial theological patrimony.
This should be understood properly and
explained in its true perspective.

In the
massive Rosary rally, organized by lay Catholics and
endorsed by 22 Polish dioceses, the faithful gathered
at 4,000 locations along the border to pray. The event
was organized as a campaign of prayer for Poland and
for the world.
