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Family catechesis therefore precedes,
accompanies and enriches all other forms of
catechesis. Furthermore, in places where anti-
religious legislation endeavors even to prevent
education in the faith, and in places where
widespread unbelief or invasive secularism makes
real religious growth practically impossible, "the
church of the home"(120) remains the one place
where children and young people can receive an
authentic catechesis. Catechesi tradendae no. 68
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he Second Vatican Council stated that
I parents are the first and foremost teachers

of children’s faith formation. This indicates
that moral and religious foundation of a child is
laid in infancy itself at home. Knowledge and
experience gained by a child in the initial years
leave a lasting impression on his mind. All that
the parents do with their children, for instance,
telling them stories or playing with them, have a
religious aspect though not obvious always.
Anyone who educates a child keeping away the
aspect of faith cannot be considered neutral. In
fact, the education given to a child by keeping
away God absolutely conveys a clear message to
the child that it is possible to lead one’s life
without God. This undoubtedly is a stance

against faith. The mission entrusted
to parents is presented in Ephesians
6:4 splendidly yet briefly which
says, Fathers, do not provoke your
children to anger but bring them up
in the discipline and instruction of
the Lord’. It incorporates three areas
— love, discipline and instruction.

1. Catch them young:

Children need to be educated through
instructions and guidance. Table manners,
way of dressing, moral values and dignity of
labour are to be taught with love and
composure so that children grasp them correctly
and clearly. Only when parents spend their time
and energy in imparting instructions perfectly,
will the children develop interest in doing work .
Right from childhood, they should be trained to
perform tasks that are within their capacity at
every stage and gradually the allocation of time in
the right proportion to be given for work, play
and relaxation.

It is very important to know what is given in the
Word of God in this regard. ‘Six days you shall
labour and do all your work. But the seventh day
you shall not do any work.” (Exo 20:9-10). This
indicates that, of the total time, 1/7th is for rest
and 6/7th is for toil. Inculcating a healthy attitude
towards hard work is a remedy for the
indiscipline seen among the youth today and this
indiscipline stems from the tendency to take
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more rest than required.
a) Counsel in Christian virtues and morality:

The criteria for the manner of dressing, the use of
words and deeds should be conveyed very cleatly
to children by parents. They need to be taught to
use what is appropriate and reasonable. Parents
have the responsibility to warn them on the
improper use of TV, cinema, internet, cell
phones and reading. Moreover, parents
themselves should set an example in the use of
these.

Generally parents never fail in providing the
children food, clothes, medicines and education.
But parents today commit a grave error of giving
all these in excess to their children. Very often it
leaves a doubt whether this generosity is a
compensation for their inability to give
themselves to children. Self-
indulgence in a child
needs to be curbed
and the child
should be taught

The child
should learn at a very young age that we are only
the custodians of wealth and that we should not
lavish it on ourselves, for our own luxury, to
fulfill our impious desires and to spend it the way
we like. These values, for sure, should reflect in
the life of parents, only then it will bear fruit

b) The necessity of rules:

Setting up rules and regulations is necessary for
any type of guidance and awakening, Two
dangerous possibilities have to be avoided. 1. State
of having no rules at all. 2. Having many rules to
the point of detestation. The first one is
problematic and will result in anarchy. The
second will make children feel overburdened.
Both are incorrect. Introduce only the rules and
regulations that are necessary and in a clear and
accurate manner. Give them instructions to
follow these and it is necessary to monitor them
too. Children should be encouraged to follow
these freely in their own clear conscience.

To teenagers, the rules are to be given by parents
very prudently. This is a stage between childhood
and adulthood. This is done so that they will grow
up to be responsible and self disciplined
individuals. Adolescent children crave for
treedom. But very often the freedom given is
misused and problems crop up when they take it
too far. Therefore, it is the parents who have to
decide as to how much freedom and what sort of
freedom needs to be given to their children who
are to move on the path of
maturity.

c) Parents to be the
role models:

All that the parents
want to hand down to
children need to be
put in practice by
parents themselves in
their lives and in full
measure. If the lives of
parents are contradictory to
what they ask their children

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guidance and punishment. While disciplining the
children, parents should always and everywhere
maintain consistency and sense of justice. They
should take care not to fall prey to the tactful
approach of children. There are children who
will approach the mother while she is making a
phone call to get permission for something, They
do this with the assumption that mother will give
permission quickly in order to avoid the
interruption. One should not give in to these
tactics and should take care to maintain
consistency.

b) Unity of parents in enforcing discipline :

In disciplining a child, father and mother should
stand united. This is the basic tenet of the family
life with regard to discipline. If there is a difference
of opinion between the couple, it is better to
settle it in private. It is also a good policy to
support what one parent has begun rather than
blaming the partner in front of children.
Otherwise children will take advantage of the
disagreement between parents. That is beneficial
to none. While punishing children, care should be
taken not to ruin their self esteem. Never punish
them before others, especially in front of
strangers. Similarly, care must also be taken to see
that the punishment given to the child should not
be laughed at by others because it will then lead
to hatred, revengefulness and destruction of self.

c) Means of Reconciliation :

If the child happens to be punished, it is good to
have a practice of praying with the child after a
while. Let the child ask God’s forgiveness in his
own words and let the parents thank God for
forgiving the child. It would also be appropriate
for the parents to place their hands on the child’s
head and utter the words of forgiveness; they can
hug and kiss him too. Thus the full meaning of
the process of disciplining - forgiveness and
reconciliation- is made explicit through this. This
can be developed into a practice because it
teaches the child a lesson that the punishment
does not obliterate sin; it has to come from God.
Remission of sins comes only from God.
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3. Parents need to express love :

Some children play mischief in order to seek
attention. This happens because very often
children get more attention through their improper
behavior rather than the right behavior. Parents’
presence and friendship are indispensable for
children. Therefore, it is necessary for parents to
play with the children, to give the children the
responsibility to help in household chores, to
encourage them to offer help in cooking, reading
stories together, walking together and so on.
Parents need to listen to the children; they need
to feel that parents love them. Parents should
find time to express their love. You may put off
reading newspaper or calling up people on phone
after the children went to sleep. It is not
necessary to give the first priority to children but
their needs should not be the last one in your
priority list.

The best way to express love is through touch. As
babies, initially children experience the love of
patrents through affectionate touch. What can
never be done with words can be expressed to the
child through loving touch. A kiss from parents is
an expression of their love. Firm disciplining and
warm expression of affection through kiss
should go hand in hand. The infant finds security,
care, love and so on in the lap and bosom of
parents.

What is
worse today is that parents forget to spend time
with their children by being caught up in the web
of career and other activities.

b) Rewards to be given to Children:

Children know that gifts are signs to indicate
recognition and love. It is a good practice to give
gifts to children on achieving success in school or
for doing some good deed. It is not the size and
the price of the gift that matters. Gifts should be
given to children even on their birthdays and on
special occasions or for special achievement.
Through this we convey to them that we are
happy that they are there with us in this world.

c) Appreciation goes a long way :

Parents can convey their appreciation to children
through their facial expression such as an
affectionate smile, a glance and encouraging words.
That will help them grow. Here the experience of
Benjamin West, an artist is worth mentioning.
The mother entrusted Benjamin the
responsibility of taking care of the younger sister
Sali and went out. Benjamin was only 7 year old
boy then. He noticed many different coloured ink
in the bottles. He took them and started painting
Sali’s picture. The entire room was made dirty in
the process by spilling ink all over. On returning,
the mother noticed the picture of Sali drawn by
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Benjamin. She exclaimed, “Oh this is Sali!
Excellent! ”. On saying this she kissed him on the
cheek. Benjamin often mentioned that his
mother’s kiss made him an artist that he is today!
It is the honest appreciation that comes from
love that helps the child to grow and develop’.
There would have been tremendous change in
this world if the good deeds and goodness in
children are encouraged instead of harshly
criticizing and blaming them.

d) Children need to be forgiven :

Real love lies in forgiving your children. Children
are bound to make mistakes and it is through their
mistakes that they learn and grow: Bearing this in
mind, parents must forgive their children.
Remember the greatest quality that helps develop
human personality is forgiveness.

5. The priestly mission of parents:

Parents shate in the triple mission of Jesus —

MUBMaNIER
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priestly, prophetic and princely missions. Let us see
briefly what priestly mission is. Priest works as a
mediator between God and man. In this sense, it
is the duty of parents to speak Godly matters to
children for God and speak to God for children.
Parents present God to children mainly through
their good example, good counsel and initiative
in leading the family prayer. Parents surrender
their children to God through prayer. Those
parents who want their children to know God
closely and establish a relationship with God will
take care to nurture their relationship with God.
It is good to realize that lack of prayerfulness of
parents cannot be compensated by the moral

advice, guidance or religious discourse given to
children.

a) Introducing God to children through
Scriptures: (Deut 6:6-7)

Here God commands parents to impart faith

formation to children. This needs to be done with

great interest. The fabric of family life has to be

woven with the Word of God. Anything that
happens at home has to be set right with the

Word of God. It is through the Word of

God that Christ makes his abode in the
family.

Family prayer needs to be very lively.
Consider the following suggestions:

* Hymns: As a prelude to the
family prayer, a hymn should be
sung. It is effective if each
member has a hymn book. Once a
week, a specially selected hymn

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can be sung. We are obliged ‘to
sing a new song to the Lord’.

* Introduction: The Holy Spirit
can be called upon to be present in
the prayer. Mention the special
intentions. Put it in natural and
appropriate words.

* The Word of God: Reading the Word
of God is mandatory. It is good to
introduce reading the biographies of saints
and also reading from good spiritual books.
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* Role play of biblical scenes: Role play
will help register the events in the Bible
more cleatly in the minds of children.
By enacting certain special events,
the life in the Word of God can
be conveyed more effectively.

* Prayer: In prayer primarily
parents surrender their children
to God. By teaching the children
to pray, parents instill in them
faith in God. Children should
experience through prayer that
God is the one who listens to our
prayer, speaks to us and do things
for us. The most appropriate way to
convey this is the private prayers of
parents which should set the
background for family prayer.

(b) Blessing the children:

Parents should bless the children besides
interceding for them, specially the infants. This

is included in the priestly mission of parents. It

is a good practice to bless the children before
they go to bed. It is desirable to make it a practice
to bless and pray for children on the first day of
their new academic year, on special occasions, on
their birthdays, on the day of baptism and on the
day of feasts

4, Parents and sacraments received
by children:

One of the most essential aspects of catholic life is
Sacraments. (Pope Benedict XV1 — God is Love,
25). Sacraments are the treasure entrusted to the
Holy Church by Christ who built it so as to pour
out His grace, divine life, holiness, power and
peace into its members. Each sacrament gifts the
receiver with its specific grace. Besides sanctifying
the person, due worship and adoration is offered
to God through the administration of each
sacrament. This will also help build the mystical
body of Christ. God’s plan of salvation for
oneself and for all others will be fulfilled through
these sacraments. Parents need to prepare
children to receive the sacraments. There is no

doubt that miraculous results are seen in persons
who receive the sacraments with the right
approach.

a) The Sacraments of Initiation: Baptism,
confirmation and communion

Through baptism one becomes the member of the
church, a part of Christ’s mystical body and a child
of God. We follow the practice of giving baptism
to infants. Some argue that it is right to baptize a
person after becoming an adult on the basis of
what Jesus said, ‘Whoever believes and is
baptized will be saved.” The reply is that faith is
not merely an act of intelligence. Faith is a gift
from God. That can be got by anyone at any
time. One can respond to it whenever and
whichever way one wants to, as one grows in age
and wisdom. It is the duty of parents, God
parents and the entire church to prepare the child
to respond to faith appropriately. Before the child
is brought to the church for baptism, parents,
God parents and family members should prepare
themselves prayerfully.
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The baptismal name of the child is very important.
That indicates the personality. Through baptism
the child gains a Christian personality and this
enables him to mould his personality after Jesus
and also to participate in His mission. The child
should be given the name of a saint. Through
this the child gets a role model to follow and an
assurance of the intercession of that saint for
him before God too.

Faith formation at home after Baptism: After
giving baptism to the child, parents should bring
him up giving him guidance befitting a child of
God. Parents profess their faith to children
through their words and deeds much before the

Sacrament of all sacraments, the spring that
never dries and also as the apex of all the
sacraments. All the activities of the church
revolve around this pinnacle, the Holy Mass. It
is undoubtedly a great responsibility of parents
to take the children to church as infants and
train them to participate in Mass with due piety.
The entire family should actively participate in
Mass on Sunday and on the days of obligation.
During week days, it is appropriate to set a
system by which at least one person attends
Mass daily. It is with purity, mutual love and
spirit of unity that we must participate in this
sacrament of love and communion. Simple and

children start going for faith formation classes.
Faith basically is a friendship and to get a
positive image of God it is inevitable for a child
to feel the security received from the mother
and a warm relation with the father. Conscience
in a child is in a dormant state as that of a seed.
Setting good example will help it unfold slowly.
Formation of a good conscience takes place
first in the family. It will bloom if the child is
provided with the right kind of education which
will enable him to have proper freedom and
responsibility.

The Holy Communion is considered as the

clean clothes should be worn while attending
Mass.

b) Confession:

Confession of venial sins will help form a clear
conscience and to overcome the sinful tendencies.
Besides, confession of sins will enable us to receive
physical and mental healing and peace.
Periodically, at least once in two weeks children
should be encouraged to go for confession.
Parents need to give them necessary guidance for
this. Parents should also teach them to follow
carefully the steps for good confession such as
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examination of conscience, penitence, promise
not to sin again, honesty in the confession of sins
and fulfilling the penance given by the priest.
Children should be encouraged right from
childhood to offer their hardships in fulfilling
their responsibilities, sickness and pain in life as a
penance for their own sins and that of others.
They should also be guided to observe fasting,
prayer and charity as an important means of
penance. All these will facilitate building up a
mature and holy life.

c) Anointing the Sick :

Generally this sacrament is administered at home.

This can be received when a person is in setious
illness or on the verge of death. This sacrament
provides spiritual and physical healing to a
person. Often confession and communion are
also given along with the sacrament of anointing
the sick. As a preparation for the administration
of this sacrament, the house should be cleaned
and prepared. When children witness that parents
are receiving suffering and death in life with faith,
they set a good example. Besides, when this
suffering is consciously put with the suffering of
Jesus, it will be serve as a means for the
purification and salvation of others too.

d) Holy Orders and Marriage:

These sacraments are sacraments meant for the
ministry of communion and mission. These aim at
building up of the communion of the faithful and
itis a call. It is parents who should prepate their
children to respond to the call of God. Most
important of all is that the parents should pray
for the children so that they are able to discern
the call of God. Parents should be equipped to
give clear information to children about the
vocation. If son or daughter opts for marriage,
parents should help them find a suitable partner
but there should not be any force from parents.
Family should take part fully in the holy

celebrations at church without being totally
engrossed in the preparations at home. A holy
atmosphere of faith and prayer is what is needed.

5. Vocation and Family :

A secure family will have a positive influence on
the child whereas an insecure family will
undoubtedly have a negative impact on him. The
basic and natural call of a person is for the
formation of a family. It is instituted by God
and Christ has blessed and purified the family
life. More over the foundation of family life is
the marriage. Families are called for missions
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such as forming a communion of love,
nurturing and nourishing life by giving birth to
and bringing up children, participating in the
growth and progress of society, assisting in
building the Holy church and so on. Only those
who dedicate themselves selflessly and with a
sense of sacrifice can carry out these missions
with commitment. An important factor of the
training given to children at home is helping
them to choose their vocation wisely. The Holy
Church constantly reminds parents that they
should encourage whole heartedly and carefully
vocations specially the call to be a priest or
religious. Not getting proper training in the
families for children to grow in moral and
Christian values today pose a problem in
choosing the right vocation. The values that are
to be essentially nurtured in the families — such
as love, unity, kindness, justice, respect for life,
compassion towards the poor and marginalized,
humanity, simplicity etc are on the decline.

What affect vocations most adversely is the erosion
of values in the family. When the family that is meant
to be an abode of love is rife with conflicts, children
will have to bear the brunt by being victims of
mental and emotional problems. This will hinder
their life and render them incapable of leading a
normal life. Similarly reducing the number of
children out of selfishness is also the result of
erosion of family values. The tendency of
considering children as a burden and preventing
the birth of children today instead of taking it as a
gift of God, has been affecting vocations
adversely.

Therefore, the solution to all the problems is to have
the willingness to fulfill all the missions associated
with family life in a very responsible manner.

prayer there is a prayer of imposition of

hands as the conclusion of the Liturgy of
the Word. This prayer was originally formulated
as a prayer of dismissal of Catechumens who
were allowed to participate only in the Liturgy of
the Word. Later when there were no Catechumens
to be sent out, this prayer was considered to be a
special blessing meant for the faithful. Though
this prayer is very meaningful since it is given as
optional often it is omitted.

The deacon announces; “brothers and sisters,
bow your heads for the imposition of heads and
receive the blessing” and the priest and
community bow their heads invoking the blessing
of God. In the prayer for Sundays and Feast days,
the role of the Trinity in the salvation history is
proclaimed and this action of God is
acknowledges to be continued today in the
Church. This prayer reminds us that the Catholic
Church is the community of people, redeemed by
the passion and death of Christ. This prayer gives
reflections on priesthood. It is through the grace
of the Holy Spirit and the imposition of hands
that the orders of the priesthood are conferred.

The priests are set apart to be distinctive
members of the Church, the mystical body of
Christ, to minister to the faithful; and the Church
is the chosen people of God.

In the prayer for ordinary days, the priest prays
God to extend His merciful right hand (Acts.
4:30) over the church and to protect her from all
dangers both visible and invisible and to make the
priest and the community worthy to minister in
His presence with devotion, diligence and purity.
The second prayer also is for the priest and
people that all of us as one body may please God
through our lives by works of mercy (Ep. 2:10;
5:10; Rom. 2:7; 13:8-10) and to make all of us
worthy to offer God never ending praise and
worship

This is followed by the rite of dismissal of
Catechumens and it is the conclusion of the
Liturgy of the Word.

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1. This title has been widely displayed in grottos in
shrines and homes. It is a title invoked in honour of
the Marian apparitions occurred on numerous
occasions in 1858 in the vicinity of Lourdes,
France. The first of these is the apparition of 11
February 1858, when Bernadette Soubirous, a 14-
year-old peasant girl, admitted to her mother that a
"lady" spoke to her in a nearby cave while she was
gathering firewood with her sister and a friend.

2. This title is also known as Our Lady of Good
Health. The Marian apparition is said to have
occurred to a young boy in Tamil Nadu
delivering milk to the neighbourhood when the
Virgin Mary, carrying the child Jesus,
appeared. In this title, Mother Mary is
portrayed wearing an Indian sari costume.

3. The statue of this title in the Tikujiniwadi
shrine in Thane was brought from the well
known pilgrim centre at Wigratzbad in
Germany, where the Blessed Virgin Mary
appeared several times during the early 20th
century. The primary visionary was Antonie
Rédler, who, while sick during the 1918 flu
pandemic, reported a healing apparition of the
Blessed Virgin Mary.

4, This title is also known as Our Lady of Sorrows
and is venerated in the Puthen Palli Basilica in
Thrissur. Devotion to the sorrows of Mary is a
reminder of the bond between Mary and Jesus,
and that as the Mother of God, she suffered
greatly and felt real pain on behalf of the
suffering of her son.

5. Itis atitle given in relation to the Rosary. In
1214, St. Dominic was in France attempting to
convert the religious outcasts back to the
Catholic faith. The young priest had little success
until one day he received a vision of the Blessed
Virgin, who gave him the Rosary as a tool
against misbelievers. (In this picture Our Lady is
giving the Rosary to St. Dominic and St.

6. The feast of this title is
celebrated as an obligatory day
on August 15th to
commemorate the bodily taking
up of Mother Mary into Heaven
at the end of her earthly life.

7. The feast day of this
immensely popular title is
celebrated on June 27, with
novena devotions held every
Wednesday.

8. This title is based on Mary's
appearances to three shepherd
children (Lucia Santos and her
cousins Jacinta and Francisco
Marto) in Portugal, on the 13th
day of six consecutive months
in 1917, beginning on May 13.

9. This title is based on the
unique privilege by which, when
the Blessed Virgin Mary was
conceived in her mother's
womb, she was kept free of
original sin. The feast is
observed on December 8.

10. Popular devotion to this title
has centred on the Scapular,
which Mary had appeared and
given to an early Carmelite
named St. Simon Stock, who
was living on Mount Carmel in
Israel in the 13th century, with a
promise that those who die
