Different names

After the liturgy of the Word and the rite of
preparation of the gifts we begin the Anaphora
or the Eucharistic prayer. After the liturgy of the
Word of God, it should be with the same
disposition and experience of the disciples of
Emmaus who had the feeling of their hearts
burning with zeal at the hearing of the Word that
we should also begin the anaphora part of the
Qurbana. Anaphora is considered as the central
part of the Qurbana. In our Qurbana the
anaphora part is from the prayer before the
exchange of peace “Lord our God we thank
you....”, till the prayer of Epiclesis or the
invocation of the Holy Spirit. This part of our
Qurbana is known also as the ‘Qurbana of the
apostles’. Four words are used to denote this part
of the Qurbana, they are: Eucharistic prayer,
Anaphora, Qurbana of the apostles Addai and
Mari and Qudasa.

Eucharistic Prayer

Anaphora is the collection of thanksgiving
prayers offered to God by the Church. Hence we
call it ‘the Eucharistic prayer’. Offering up praise,
thanksgiving and adoration is considered to be
the most important element of Christian
worship. The Psalmist reminds us: “Let
thanksgiving be your sacrifice to God” (Ps.
50:14)

Anaphora, Qurbana

The Greek word Anaphora means ‘to be raised
to’ or ‘to offer’. The equivalent word in Syriac is
‘Qurbana’ and it means sacrifice or offering. This
anaphora part is called Qurbana because it is the
offering of the divine mysteries, it is the
remembrance of the Paschal Mystery and
offering of thanks giving.
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Qudasa

In the East Syrian liturgical tradition anaphora is
also called ‘Qudasa’. It means the act of
sanctification or glorification. This part is called
Qudasa because it includes the actions and
prayers through which the bread and wine
become the body and blood of Christ. On the
one hand the anaphora contains prayers of
glorification of God and on the other they are
means of sanctification of the divine mysteries
and the worshiping community.

Various Anaphoras

There are various anaphoras in the Church.
Usually they are known in the name of apostles
or fathers of the Church. The first anaphora in
our Church is considered to be written by Addai
the disciple of St. Thomas the apostle, and his
disciple Mari, and hence it is named after them.
There are three existing anaphoras in our Church.
The anaphora of Addai and Mari is considered to
be the most ancient among them. The second
anaphora is known in the name of Theodore and
the third, Nestotius.

Church met in Havana, issuing a joint
declaration pledging their churches to
“walking together.” It was the first-ever
meeting between the leaders of the Catholic
and Russian Orthodox churches. “We spoke
as brothers, we have the same baptism, we are
both bishops,” Francis said. “We talked about
our churches, agreeing that unity is built by
walking together.”
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Live-in relationship with God the

Father, Pope tells Pompei’s youth
(CWN)

Pope Francis has sent an audio message to the
Territorial Prelature of Pompei in support of
its Lenten youth initiative. “Jesus asks us to do
good for the sake of good,” he said. “He asks
us to feel we are under the watchful gaze of
our heavenly Father at all times and to live in
relationship with Him — not in relationship with
the opinion of others.” “Living in the presence
of the Father gives us a much deeper joy than
wortldly glory can give us,” he continued.

UNESCO confirms Jordan site
as place of Christ's baptism (Fides)

With a formal ceremony on February 2, the
UN’s Educational, Scientific and Cultural
Organization (UNESCO) has acknowledged
Al Maghtas, Jordan, as the site of Christ’s
Baptism, declaring it as a World Heritage Site.
The official ceremony, confirming a decision
that UNESCO had reached last year, lends the
UN agency’s endorsement to claims for the
authenticity of the site in Jordan. Popes John
Paul 11, Benedict XVI, and Francis have all
visited the same site, unofficially adding their
endorsement as well.
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Pope Francis has a new book for
kids (CNA)

Already in his brief, three-year pontificate Pope
Francis has a track record of papal firsts, but in
March he will add yet another to his list:
authoring a children's book.

This book could be useful to the entire family.
The questions are deep, fresh, sharp —
involving desires of understanding, but also
tough feelings and experiences to be faced and
lived. On March 1 Jesuit-run Loyola Press will
release the book “Dear Pope Francis: The
Pope Answers Letters from Children Around
the World,” A collection of 30 letters and
drawings from children around the world aged
0-13, the book contains both head-scratching
questions from the youth, as well as Pope
Francis' answers.

Pope Francis’ visit to Mexico

The Holy Father made his 12th Apostolic Visit
outside Italy to Mexico from February 12 to
17. Pope Francis had a planned stop of three-
and-a-half hours in Cuba to meet the Russian
Patriarch. Pope Francis told reporters the
meeting there with the head of the Russian
Orthodox Church "was very much desired by
my brother (Patriarch) Kirill and me."

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Statements continued ...

67.The parish community should be ready to accept
them and slowly associate them into the Church
activities e.g.: associations, family meeting etc.

68. In our diocese, mystagogical catechesis can be given
as Pre-Baptismal Course, before Holy Communion,
Marriage Preparation Course.

69. Pre-Baptismal Course can be done basing on
spiritual, biological, psychological preparation.

70. Before Holy Communion: reminding the Holiness and
seriousness of the Sacrament and parenting during
adolescence and celebration should be minimal with
common community program.

71.Since early marriage is advantageous for physical,
psychological and social adjustment with each other,
children are to be encouraged for early marriages.
Demand for economic and professional settling
down delays the marriage, we need to create an eco-
system for the youth to become self-sufficient at the
ideal age for marriage.

72.Though some of the reasons for the hesitancy for
marriage are identified as economic instability,
negative examples of relationship between the parent
and other couples, child abuses, health issues,
fertility problems and lack of emotional maturity,
there should be some scientific studies to understand
in depth the hesitancy for marriage.

73. There should be frequent, organized and collaborated
Vaivahikasangamam to help those in marriageable
ageto find suitable spouses.

74. There shall be a census of the unmarried in their 30s
and 40s in our parishes. They are to be helped to lead
meaning Christian life and be offered platforms to
gather and address their problems. They can also be
initiated into some of the ministries of the Church or
social causes.

STATEMENTS
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75.There should be effective methods to combat the
major reasons for the young and adults getting easily
addicted to various bad habits, such as loss of sense
of sin, lack of fear of God, priests and elders, curiosity
to experiment new things, peer group pressures,
comparing and unhealthy competitive mentally,
following negative role models from the parents and
the elders, stress and tension in the study and
professional atmosphere and easy access to social
media, porn sites etc. One of the ways of getting the
affected people out of the danger is counselling.

76.Since studies show that families that have time
together have less chance for addiction, families shall
be encouraged for heaving at least a meal a day
together after the family prayer. The parents who are
psychologically close to the children know
immediately the changes that occur in the children
due to various addictions. Therefore they should
always maintain a healthy and open relationship with
the children. For easy and earlier identification of the
problem, parents should be made aware of the
common symptoms such as deviations in
performance in education, withdrawal from active
participation in family and Church, change of food -
eating habits, sleeplessness; in case of drugs, there
may be physical changes as well.

77.We need to take precaution against the evil of child
abuse which is prevalent at homes and in the society.
Parents are to be empowered to prepare the children
to identify and resist perverted touched from others
and to always keep watch over the children who will
show the signs after being abused.

78. Children are to be made aware of good and bad touch
and be encouraged to report to their parents, parish
priests or teachers about any misbehaviour with
them. Each semester of catechism shall contain a
session for the parents and children on child abuse,
especially inthe lower classes.

79. There shall be child protection policy and vigilance
bodies in the parishes and institutions to safeguard
childrenfrom any sexual or physical abuse.

80.The presence of their parents with the married
children are recommended for the better faith
formation and social behaviour of the grandchildren.
The parents of those preparing for marriage are to be
formed specially to take the graceful and helpful roles
of in-laws.

81.Since residential space in the cities is limiting the
possibilities of the parents living with their married
children, itis recommended to plan residences of the
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parents closer to that of the married children.

82.The in-laws are to be continuously formed to make
sure the independence of their married children, non-
interference with their family affairs and to create
personal space for them. The married children on the
other hand are to make sure that they spend some
time together with their parents.

83. Parish community can play the role of extended
families, where the young spouses, the children and
the elders nurture each other spiritually, socially and
psychologically.

84. The gift of sexuality is to be accepted only within the
married relationship with openness to fertility. The
reasons for limiting the number children are to be
addressed both at the information and formation
levels. The image of ideal Christian family is the
bigger families and such families are to be
acknowledged with acceptance, support and
encouragement.

85. The advantage of more children in family are security
to the marriage bond, to the faith and character
formation of the children and for the well being of the
Church and the society. Therefore, the spouses are to
be encouraged and supported to prepare themselves
spiritually, physically, psychologically for many
children.

86. Children and the Youth are to be taught about and
trained in the Christian teachings on sexuality and are
to be helped and corrected at the first instance of any
perversion in the matter. They are to be given correct
information on sexuality and the divine plan of the gift
of sexuality. Parents, priests, the consecrated and the
teachers are to take special care inthis regard.

87. Itis very useful to have facility in the diocesan website
and Kalyan Lantern to clarify the doubts on the
catholic teachings on sexuality. Informative leaflets
and books on the teachings of the Church on
premarital sex, extra marital relationship,
contraceptive etc. are to be made available to them.

STATEMENTS

88. There shall be increased communication among the
family members to avoid easy and wide spread of
various addictions among the children and the youth.
Some measures to attain the goal are switching off all
the electronic media at least for a fixed time and
compulsorily at the time of meals and prayer,
minimizing the use of mobile phone and internet at
home and coming home as early as possible after
work.

89. The culture of luxury and consumerism in the families
are on the increase due to lavish spending by the
parents, shopping mall whole sale purchase, online
purchase and resale system, high income of youth at
a younger age etc. The habit of saving is to be
inculcated among the children by family and personal
budgeting of income and expenditure which are
recorded and discussed among children to inculcate
the habit of planned saving and responsible
spending. The spending of the pocket money given to
them are to be accounted and explained to the
parents.

90. Luxury is sin and children are to be taught the value of
simplicity and charity by the constant examples and
efforts of parents and the teachers. As they grow up
there shall be sessions on professional finance
management.

91.Children shall be taught the practice of personal
budgeting from the early age and when they begin to
work every youth is to have a bank account.

92. Extravaganza in the celebrations in the Church and at
home both for the parish and personal programmes
are to be avoided to proclaim the value of simplicity to
the children and to the world.
