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Introduction

May I begin with a question- from where did 
Jesus learn the basic formula of  prayer? 
Catechism of  the Catholic Church teaches that 
“He learns the formula of  prayer from his 
mother, who kept in her heart and meditated 
upon all the great things done by the Almighty 
(Cf. Lk 1:49; 2:19; 2:5). He learns to pray in the 
words and rhythms of  the prayer of  his people, 
in the synagogue at Nazareth and the Temple at 
Jerusalem” (CCC 2599).

Importance of  Family Catechesis

As the family is the basic cell of  society, it is the 
cradle of  life and love and the place in which the 
individual is ‘born’, and grows. Parents are the 
primary messengers of  God to their children. It 
is not easy to listen to the Lord and his message 
in an agitated atmosphere of  family. Family as a 
“domestic church” is the basic foundation of  
“ecclesial community”. Moreover, family 

catechesis enjoys a complimentary role to the 
formal catechesis in the Church, as it precedes, 
accompanies and enriches the latter: “Family 
catechesis precedes… accompanies and enriches 
all forms of  catechesis” (CCC 2226).

At the same time, we have to consider the 
challenges our families are facing today. We are 
living in an era which is not very supportive to 
the promotion of  faith practices. It is a fact that 
our community, along with the whole world, is 
undergoing a very fast secularization process and 
has begun to think of  God as an old fashioned 
idea. God is not being presented or understood 
as the most important value. Families are being 
overruled by worldly values. Contemporary 
media often plays a negative role in affirming and 
practicing Christian faith. By accepting all these 
challenges and realities we have to think about 
the possible means for family centered 
catechesis.

Practical Suggestions

1. Teach by Word and Deed

Parents being the primary messengers of  
God to their children, have the first 
responsibility of  educating their children. 
They have a grave responsibility to give good 
example to their children. When they share 
their faith with their new born within the 
ambience of  the family the children get 
enough opportunities to see, hear, touch, and 
experience the faith that their parents and 
relatives believe, celebrate and practice.

2. Be a Family of  Prayer

One of  the great errors of  our time is the 
failure of  Christians (as individuals) to 
advance in prayer life and of  the family to 
pray together. If  one does not learn how to 
pray in the family it will later be difficult to 
bridge this gap. Parents should encourage 
their children to come together routinely to 

pray a family rosary. This is a great way to 
introduce the children to the practice of  
prayer. Reading the Bible can also be 
integrated into the family prayer.  

3. Create a Faith Ambience within the 
Family

Traditionally all the Syro-Malabar families are 
dedicated to the Sacred Heart of  Jesus and 
are brought up in a religious family 
atmosphere with common evening prayers, 
Bible reading, special monthly devotions, etc. 
The common evening prayer unites family 
members and is the life-giving source of  
their Christian way of  life. Prayer life and 
listening to the Word of  God every day 
make all the members of  the family 
conscious of  their Christian way of  life.  

4. By practicing the Faith, Customs and 
Traditions of  the Church

Rites of  passages in our families are often 
accompanied and celebrated with numerous 
customs, practices and traditions right from 
birth to death. Moreover, on certain special 
occasions like Holy Week, parish fest, special 
feasts like Christmas, Epiphany, the feast of  

St. Thomas, etc there are special ceremonies 
at the community and family level.

Introduction

May I begin with a question- from where did 
Jesus learn the basic formula of  prayer? 
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“He learns the formula of  prayer from his 
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“domestic church” is the basic foundation of

catechesis enjoys a complimentary role to the

Set a living example before 
the children without deviating at all from the 

the real meaning and spirit of  these 
celebrations.

5. Live the Sacramental and Liturgical Life

Parents have a grave responsibility to make 
sure that children are participating in the life 
of  the parish, especially in the liturgical life 
and sacraments. As children grow, their 
participation in worshiping together with the 

parish should be fostered through practice 
and education. The Holy Qurbana will never 
be “boring” to one who has been raised to 
understand what it is. Parents should try to 
attend the Holy Qurbana on all Sundays and 
Holy Days even if  it is very inconvenient to 
do so. Ask the children to receive the 
sacrament of  reconciliation frequently. 
Develop in them a love for the Blessed 
Sacrament.

6. Pious Practices

Children should be encouraged to join 
various pious associations at the parish level, 
having enquired about the various activities 
of  these associations. They should also be 
encouraged to visit old age homes, houses 
for disabled children, special schools, 
orphanages etc. This will help them extend 

their support to the poor and suffering. It is 
one way of  teaching them to practice Gospel 
values. Encourage the children to practice 
charity work and almsgiving to the poor and 
needy. Pilgrimages with all family members 
together to holy places also will help the 
children to respect the sacred places and 
persons. Feast day celebrations will help 

children familiarize themselves with the life 
of  Saints so that they will be provided with 
intercessory protection from those saints and 
will help them keep a spiritual relation with 
the saints.

Conclusion

The book of  Deuteronomy gives us a clear 
pedagogy for family centered catechesis, “These 
commandments that I give you today are to be in 
your hearts. Impress them on your children. Talk 
about them when you sit at home and when you 
walk along the road, when you lie down and 
when you get up” (Dt 6:6-7).

At the same time, we have to consider the challenges 
our families are facing today. We are living in an era which is 
not very supportive to the promotion of faith practices.

The most important responsibility of  a 
couple who has been called to the vocation of  
family life is to procreate children, rear them 
well and help them do good for the family and 
the society. What does it mean by rearing 
children well ? I shall endeavour to make a few 
pragmatic suggestions in this regard.

We all know the well- established fact that the 
physical and mental growth of  a child begins 
right at the time of  its conception in the 
mother's birthday womb and all the mental 
agitations and turbulences of  the mother 
during her pregnancy will have direct bearing 
on the child's mental and emotional growth. 
Hence it goes without saying that one should 
exercise maximum caution while interacting 
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Christian values and eternal moral principles. This 
should be done spontaneously and not with any 
conscious effort. Leading an ideal family life should 
be for the sake of  God and for the parents' own sake. 
The motivation for leading a graceful life should 
come from within. When the parents are galvanized 
by such an impetus the life they live will certainly 
stand out as an example for the children to emulate.

In the early childhood as the children start imbibing 

the values of  life they should be made aware of  the 
power and importance of  prayer. Train them to 
make spontaneous prayers. Offer the intentions of  
the children in the Holy Mass and in the family 
prayer. The young children who realise why, when 
and how to pray are quite likely to lead a prayerful life 
when they grow up. Christian publications and 
biographies of  saints should be made an essential 
part of  their readings in their tender age.

Parents should make a conscious effort to revive the 
beautiful Christian conventions that have become 
extinct on account of  the excessive indulgence in 
social communication media. Many such practices as 
observing monthlong devotion to the Sacred Heart 
of  Jesus (June), St Mary (May), St Joseph (March), 
Seven Sorrows of  Mary (September) etc. have 
become thing of  the past. These devotions had 
greatly impacted the young minds. However it is 
disheartening to note that hardly anyone of  today’s 
young generation knows about such a schedule for 
devotions.

Moreover, parents should take care to talk 
respectfully about the priests and the religious. 
Encourage the children to pray and do sacrifices for 
the priests and the Missionaries regularly. Take the 
children to the Parish Priests for their blessings on 
special family occasions like birthdays, wedding 

anniversaries etc and also before the children appear 
for important examinations and interviews.

Parents should be regular in receiving the 
Sacraments. Visits to pilgrim centres, mission 
centres orphanages, Old Age homes etc. could be 
made a part of  the travel programme during 
vacations. Talk to the children about the sufferings 
and hardships that the missionaries undertake for 
the sake of  their love towards Jesus. This would 

sensitize the children in their tender age.

In conclusion I would like to quote from the 
testament of  St. Kuriakose Chavara: 1. Offer the 
children to God and seek the intercession of  Mother 
Mary and St. Joseph. 2. Don't entrust baby sitters 
with the kids. 3. Don't allow the kids to be naked 
even when they are at home without any strangers 
around.

4. As an offshoot of  the Fourth Commandment the 
children, after the age of  six, shall not be allowed to 
sleep in their parents' bedroom. 5. Never shall the 
boys and girls be allowed to sleep in the same room. 
6. Be vigilant if  the children happen to stay overnight 
at their relatives' or friends' house; often they go as 
angels, but return as devils ! 7. Be neither too strict 
nor too lenient with the children when the are found 
doing wrong. If  the parents and elders in the family 
follow the Christian principles steadfastly in their 
dealings towards one another and also with the 
neighbours the children in such families will certainly 
grow up in love doing good to others and they will 
‘increase in wisdom and in years and in the divine and 
human favour’

Children should grow with their lives surrendered 
to the will of  God.

Christ has taught us to have sacrificial love towards 
others and this is the greatest Catholic value one 
should instill in a child’s mind. Parents and 
Grandparents can set an exemplary inspiration for 
their children. Parents should take extra care and 
effort to see that their children are attending and 
receiving the sacraments in the proper way.

The truths about faith and Christian living are 
repeated in a family through conversations and life 
examples which will help the children to take right 
decisions in their life.

Every family should receive the grace from the 
Holy Family of  Nazareth-where Jesus was brought 
up in wisdom and love. The catechism in the 
church supplements the core catechism received 
from the family. The characteristics of  an ideal 
family will be woven with love, simplicity, 
faithfulness towards God and human beings. We 
have heard that the future of  humanity passes by 
the way of  the family.

The family is an arena for evangelization. 
Catechism of  the Catholic Church says “The role 
of  parents in education is of  so much importance 
that it is almost impossible to provide an adequate 
substitute”. In one of  the recent Synods, this 
aspect was deliberated and the conclusion was 
“This is a true ministry through which the gospel is 
transmitted and radiated, so that family life itself  
becomes an itinerary of  faith and in some way, a 
Christian initiation and a school of  following 
Christ”

In reality FAMILY CATECHESIS should 
precede, accompany and enrich all forms of  
catechism. Since parents have given God gifted life 
to their children, they are bound by the most 
important obligation to educate their children 
spiritually and therefore must be recognized as the 
primary and principal teachers.

Together with the Angels

In the second part of  the Gehanta prayer our 
thoughts are raised up to heavenly worship. In 
the prayer it is mentioned that it is ‘multitude of  
heavenly host and thousands upon thousands of  
holy angels’ that worship God and it has its 
biblical basis (Dan. 7:10; Heb. 12:12). As we read 
in the book of  Revelation the angels that sing 
‘holy’ in heaven are ‘thousands upon thousands 
and million’ (5:11). All the angels together with 
the Cherubim and Seraphim sing the hymn and 
twenty four elders prostrate and worship Him 

(Rev. 4:10). With reference to this action of  the 
elders, the prayer mentions ‘they bow down and 
adore you O! Most High’. The rubrics also 
mention that the celebrant kisses the altar before 
and after the hymn ‘Holy, holy, holy’.

They sing in one Voice

With regard to the hymn of  angels we see the 
references that “they were calling out to each 
other” (Is 6:3) “day and night they never stop 
singing” (Rev. 4:10) and “sang in a loud voice”, 
(Rev. 5:12). So the priest also recites in the prayer 
“praising you with a loud voice unceasingly they 
proclaim in one voice”. While reciting this prayer 
the celebrant raises his hand. This is an 
expression of  the desire of  the community to 
join the heavenly group and an invitation to do 
so.

God is Holy

Angels are considered as heavenly army and God 
is qualified as the Lord of  host of  heavenly 
armies. So God is often addressed as ‘the Lord 
Almighty’ (Is. 6:3) and all powerful or 
omnipotent. So too here, in the prayer the word 
‘the mighty God’ is used. Angels sing aloud that 
the Lord Almighty is Holy’ (Is. 6:3). This praise, 
“heaven and earth are filled with your glory” is 
also added to the phrase in Isaiah that His glory 
fills the world (Is. 6:3). Besides, the Hosana hymn 
(Mt 21:9) is also added here. To the verse ‘who 
comes in the name of  the Lord’ (Ps. 118:26) is 
modified as ‘who came and is to come’ (Rev. 4:8). 
This has its reference to incarnation of  Christ 
and his second coming in glory at the end of  
times. During the Qurbana we proclaim our faith 
that Jesus is the one who came to redeem us and 
the one to come to give resurrection and eternal 
glory.

Jesus made a point to eat with his friends, and 
even presented the Kingdom of God as a joyful 
banquet. “It was also in the context of a dinner 
where he gave the disciples his spiritual testament 
and instituted the Eucharist,” the Pope observed. 

“When there’s no dialogue at home, when we’re at 
the dinner table and instead of talking everyone is 
on their phone … it’s the start of war, because 
there is no dialogue,” Pope Francis warned. 
“Families should put down their mobile phones and 
engage in conversation at the dinner table – speak 
and listen,” he exhorted.
